Deepak Chauhan (the 'Landlord’) applied for an order to terminate the tenancy and evict Brian
Catojo and Terryann Asemota (the 'Tenants’) because the Tenants did not pay the rent that the
Tenants owe.
This application was scheduled to be heard by videoconference on November 8, 2022.

The Landlord attended with Legal Representative, Shalini Puri.

The Tenant, Brian Catojo, attended on behalf of both Tenants and spoke with Tenant Duty
Counsel prior to mediation.

The parties elected to participate in LTB-facilitated mediation with the assistance of Angela
McLaughlin, a Dispute Resolution Officer and Hearings Officer with the Landlord and Tenant
Board.

The parties agree to the following:

1. Afinal, non-voidable termination of this tenancy based on their agreement to terminate the
tenancy January 31, 2023. The application is amended to include an L3 application for
termination of the tenancy. As a consequence, the Tenants do not have the option to void
the eviction order under subsections 74(4) or 74(11) of the Residential Tenancies Act,
2006 (the ‘Act’) by paying the outstanding rent arrears.

2. The current monthly rent is $2,800.00 and is due on the 15" of each month.

3. The total amount the Tenants owe to the Landlord is $19,936.00 including arrears of rent
($19,750.00) and costs ($186.00) up to November 14, 2022.

4. The last month’s rent deposit of $2,800.00 will be applied to the arrears.

The Landlord will waive $5,168.00 upon completion of the agreed-upon payment plan and
upon receiving vacant possession of the rental unit on or before January 31, 2023.

On consent of the parties, it is ordered that:

November 28, 2022

The tenancy between the Landlord and the Tenants is terminated and the Tenants must
move out of the rental unit on or before January 31, 2023.

If the unit is not vacated on or before January 31, 2023, then starting February 1, 2023, the
Landlord may file this order with the Court Enforcement Office (Sheriff) so that the eviction
may be enforced.

Upon receipt of this order, the Court Enforcement Office (Sheriff) is directed to give vacant
possession of the unit to the Landlord on or after February 1, 2023.

The Tenants shall pay the Landlord the total amount owing of $19,936.00. This amount
represents the arrears of rent ($19,750.00) plus the application filing fee ($186.00) up to
November 14, 2022.

The Tenants shall pay the amount in paragraph 4 as follows:

The Tenants shall also pay the Landlord the rent for the months of November 2022,
December 2022 and January 2023 in full, on or before the 15" day of each month.

The last month’s rent deposit of $2,800.00 shall be applied to the arrears.

If the Tenants make all payments in paragraphs 5 and 6 above and the Tenant vacates the
rental unit on or before January 31, 2023, the Landlord shall waive half of the remaining
arrears. The Tenants must pay the balance of the arrears totalling $5,168.00.
