Vangar Properties Inc. (the 'Landlord’) applied for an order to terminate the tenancy and evict
Amber Proctor, Joshua Martin-Dunn (the 'Tenants') because:

« the Tenant or another occupant of the rental unit has committed an illegal act or has
carried out, or permitted someone to carry out an illegal trade, business or occupation in
the rental unit or the residential complex involving the production of an illegal drug, the
trafficking in an illegal drug or the possession of an illegal drug for the purposes of
trafficking.

The Landlord also claimed compensation for each day the Tenants remained in the unit after the
termination date.

This application was heard by videoconference on September 6, 2022.

At 10:44 am, the Landlord and witnesses Beverly Lynch and JoAnne Martin and the Tenant
Amber Proctor and her support Deborah Proctor attended the hearing.

The parties mutually agreed to resolve all matters at issue in the application and requested an
order on consent. | was satisfied that the parties understood the consequences of the joint
submission.

On consent of the parties, it is ordered that:

1. The tenancy between the Landlord and the Tenants is terminated. The Tenants must
move out of the rental unit on or before September 30, 2022.

2. If the unit is not vacated on or before September 30, 2022, then starting October 1, 2022,
the Landlord may file this order with the Court Enforcement Office (Sheriff) so that the
eviction may be enforced.
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3. Upon receipt of this order, the Court Enforcement Office (Sheriff) is directed to give vacant
possession of the unit to the Landlord on or after October 1, 2022.

4. Pursuant to the agreement of the parties, this resolves the application before the Board.
