626114 Ontario Ltd. (the 'Landlord') applied for an order requiring Jayson Perolino and Rosalyn 
Perolino (the 'Tenants') to pay the rent that the Tenants owe.  

The Landlord also claimed charges related to NSF cheques.  

This application was heard by videoconference on April 11, 2023.  

The Landlord’s Legal Representative Alexander Leo and the Tenants attended the hearing.  

Determinations:  

Certificate of Service  

1. Prior to the start of the hearing, I had raised a preliminary issue with the Landlord’s Legal 

Representative outlining that the termination date on the Landlord’s N4 notice of 

termination had been outlined to be September 22, 2022 however, the certificate of service 

outlined a service date of September 25, 2022.   

2. As such, I had made a determination that the Landlords application did not comply with s. 

59(2) of the Residential Tenancies Act, 2006 (the ‘Act’) and the Landlord was invited to 

convert their application from one under s. 69 of the Act, to an application under s. 87(1) of 

the Act and the Landlord agreed.  

3. The Landlord’s Legal Representative had submitted that the certificate of service was 

actually for the Landlord’s L1 application. It was then further determined that the Landlord’s 

application did not include a certificate of service as required for the Landlord application, 

and we proceeded with the application for arrears only.  
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Landlord’s Application  

4. As of the hearing date, the Tenants were still in possession of the rental unit.  
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5. The Tenants did not pay the total rent they were required to pay for the period from May 1, 

2022 to April 30, 2023.  

6. The lawful rent is $1,588.84. It is due on the 1st day of each month.  

7. The Tenants have paid $11,471.70 to the Landlord after the application was filed.   

8. The rent arrears owing to April 30, 2023 are $1,369.70  

9. The Landlord is entitled to $45.00 to reimburse the Landlord for administration charges the 

Landlord incurred as a result of 1 cheque given by or on behalf of the Tenants which were 

returned NSF.  

10. The Landlord incurred costs of $186.00 for filing the application and is entitled to 

reimbursement of those costs.  

It is ordered that:  

11. The Tenants shall pay to the Landlord $1,600.70. This amount includes rent arrears owing 

up to April 30, 2023 and the cost of the application and unpaid NSF charges.  

12. If the Tenants do not pay the Landlord the full amount owing on or before May 8, 2023, the 

Tenants will start to owe interest. This will be simple interest calculated from May 9, 2023 

at 6.00% annually on the balance outstanding.
